C.  PRIMARY ROUTES OF ENTRY AND EMERGENCY AND FIRST AID PROCEDURES:    


EYE CONTACT:  If lubricant gets into the eyes, flush with clear water for 15 minutes or until irritation subsides.  If 


irritation persists, call a physician.


SKIN:  In case of skin contact, remove any contaminated clothing and wash skin with soap and water.   Launder  clothing                                                                             


before  reuse.  If product is injected into or under the skin, or into any part of the body, regardless of the appearance 


of the wound or its size, the individual should be evaluated immediately by a physician as a surgical emergency.

NATURE OF HAZARD AND TOXICITY INFORMATION:  Repeated and prolonged overexposure to oil mists may 


result in droplet deposition, oil granuloma formation, inflammation and increased incidence of infection.


In accordance with the current OSHA Hazard Communication Standard Criteria, this product does not require a cancer 


hazard warning.  This is because the product is formulated from base stocks which are severely hydrotreated, severely 


solvent extracted, and/or processed by mild hydrotreatment and extraction.  Alternatively, it may consist of components not 


otherwise affected by IARC criteria, such as atmospheric distillates or synthetically derived materials, and as such is not 


characterized by current IARC classification criteria.


Prolonged or repeated skin contact with this product tends to remove skin oils, possibly leading to irritation and dermatitis;
